With reassurance 

and gentle “push” she did well and seemed to enjoy both.

OTHER NOTES/COMMENTS TO HELP THE NEW ADOPTIVE FAMILY: Bambi has 

been very easy to foster. She settled right in quickly and got along well with her 

foster sisters, a greyhound and lab/husky mix. She is a real sweet heart! She is 

coming out of her shell and is becoming more affectionate. She has been great about 

house training. She has been taken out about every 3-4 hours and right away when 

taken out of the crate. She is able to go all night without an accident, but has not 

been given run of the house at night. She has been very good about going potty very 

soon after she goes out. We don’t have a fenced in yard so she has been on a leash 

when pottied. Interestingly, she has never relieved herself on walks, just in the 

backyard. She does tend to get into things when not watched, but is getting better. 

Bambi will need correction and supervision at first with any cat she lives with. She 

needed firm reminders she was not to chase ours. Our cat does not take much guff 

and stands her ground. She hissed and batted Bambi with her paws which helped. 

Bambi has been doing better and has been losing interest in her after a week and a 

half at our house. It may be more problematic with a timid cat. We didn’t really use 

a muzzle, but would recommend this be used with any new cat to be safe. 
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
